CRCOG Regional Animal Control Facility
Work Program

Overview of the Grant:

The Office of Policy and Management, Intergovernmental Policy Division, hereafter referred to as OPM, has awarded a grant in the amount of $515,000 to the Capitol Region Council of Governments (“CRCOG”) for the CRCOG Regional Animal Control Facility under the Regional Performance Incentive Program as described in Section 8 of Public Act 07-239 – An Act Concerning Responsible Growth.  The grant shall be for the purpose of:
Providing funding for the purchase of land on which the Connecticut Humane Society shall construct a new regional Animal Control Facility.  Participating towns shall contract with the Humane Society for care and housing of animals until they are retrieved by their owners and/or pet adoptions shall be arranged.  There shall be adoption and kennel functions as well as a medical and treatment center.  On-going maintenance of the facility will be the responsibility of the Humane Society.
It is understood that if the land purchase comes in under the amount budgeted for that purpose and the Humane Society agrees to credit the total amount of funding received in the calculations of the service fee charged the towns, the excess funds can be applied to site preparation and construction costs.
Upon final execution of the grant award documents, OPM shall make a grant distribution of $515,000 to CRCOG.

Deliverables

Thereafter, upon reaching the end of the first calendar quarter after receiving the grant award, CRCOG shall provide OPM, on forms prescribed by OPM (Quarterly Detail Expenditure Report, Cumulative Expenditure Report and Progress Report), with all expenditure and budget documentation and program activities that relate to the expenditures and program accomplishments reached at the end of the quarter and quarterly thereafter until the project is completed and the work program goals are met.
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Not later than 90 days after, the closing on the purchase of the land, CRCOG shall submit to OPM a Final Report summarizing the effectiveness of the grant.  Such report shall provide:

· a full accounting of the distribution of grant funds;
· a map showing the location of the parcel acquired and the reason for its selection;
· a copy of the deed to the property and any other documents relating to ownership and responsibilities relating to use and ownership;
· a description of the benefits and savings (excluding grant funds) that the facility will provide to participating towns; 

· a concise description of the mechanism (i.e. funding) for sustainability of the service; and

· any other information OPM may request.
Future Reporting Requirements

Within one year of the end date of the project: the closing on the purchase of the land, CRCOG shall submit a report to OPM (in /on a form prescribed by OPM), providing information on the following areas of interest:

· Effectiveness/Success of the project

· Demonstrated benefits to municipalities

· Actual savings (excluding the grant) to municipalities

· Any other information OPM may require.

CRCOG shall return to OPM any grant funds which were received from OPM and were not obligated by the end of the grant period, without prior approval from OPM.
Requests to extend the grant end date shall be submitted in writing to OPM no later than 30 days before the grant end date.
At the end of the grant period, and not later than 90 days after the end of the grant period, CRCOG shall submit a final financial report itemizing any expenses not previously documented and charged against the grant amount.

If CRCOG fails to submit expenditure documentation or a program status report, CRCOG shall owe the total of any and all undocumented or ineligible expenditures to OPM and shall be fully legally liable for said amounts.
